Make sure you have a myql database that you can use for tracking the video callbacks. 

You can use this script or change it so it fits into your own database tables.  If this simple script fits your website’s needs, please follow the instructions below:
Create a mysql database.

Create a database table inside your new database called jw_callback.

Create the following fields in the jw_callback table: 
· filename  (varchar, length: 255);

· played (int, length:  10);

· paused (int, length:  10);

· completed (int, length 10).
Once you have created your table, you will need to edit the jw_callback.php file included with this document.   Set the database username, password and database name to refer to the database you created previously.
Next, upload the php script to your webspace and place it in your root webfolder.   It will now be available at:  http://www.yourdomain.com/jw_callback.php.
Finally you need to load the jwplayer with the parameters plugins=yourlytics_1&yourlytics.callback=http://www.yourdomain.com/jw_callback.php
